(no longer called the "war on terror”), the most devastating economic crisis since
the Great Depression, and other unresolved issues such as immigration, climate
change, and health care. What difference has the new administration made in
these and other areas? How do Americans feel about themselves and what does
popular culture and satire have to say? This talk (in English) will look at the
“state of the union” near the end of the first decade of the 21°' century.
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
